Ms. Dawson acting principal of E. B. Wood Middle School gave us an overall presentation on our feeder middle school. Wood Middle School was chosen one of five Initiative Schools in Montgomery County.  They have been given additional funds for upgraded technology and additional courses.  After her presentation she held an answer and question session.  Andrea Krupinski gave a perspective from a parent and PTA President view.

Dr. Munk principal of Rockville High School told us of all the good things happening at our feeder high school.  She reiterated her respect for Ms. Jasperse and the students from RCV.  Dr. Monk explained some of the different programs offered at RHS.  For example: IB, Journalism Academy, and Pathway to Engineering and AVID.  She said RHS has approximately 1260 students including the DHOH, Autism and Mentally Handicapped classes.  Dr. Monk would like to have the students at RHS consistently achieve 24 on ACT, 1650 on SAT, and 3+ on AP exams.

Ms. Jasperse commented on how mature the students did with the testing.  Only staffing projected changes will be because of maternity leave.  The class sizes will increase from 15 to 17 students in grades K thru 3rd.
