RCV PTA Meeting , December 7, 2010
 
Meeting commenced at 7:05 in the Media Center with Pam Loebach, President presiding.
November meeting minutes were approved with one correction noted.

Elaine Parks, Reflections, announced that awards will be given out to recognize Reflections participants on December 20th at a brief assembly.
Pam McHugh, Cultural Arts, suggested that the PTA membership formed be revised.
Karen Halverstadt, Assistant Principal, said that the county council has asked that there be a reduction of spending by 15%. 
Greg Williams, MCCPTA delegate, reported that county executive Ike Leggett called for a 19 million dollar budget cut across the board. There is no assurance at this point how that will affect RCV. 

Mike Barnes, Treasurer, reported that we paid out Sally Foster and Mad Science.  

Michele Brami, Volunteer Coordinator, said that membership cards were sent home. 
Greg Williams, MCCPTA delegate, reported that on December 15th, Superintendent Jerry Weast will present the 2012 operating budget. The January 3rd operating budget forum will take place at the Carver Auditorium in Rockville. Budget cuts will be discussed. The more people that show up the better. There is a resolution to permit edible gardens on school grounds and is currently forbidden by the county. A motion was made to accept the resolution to have edible gardens on school grounds by Elaine Parks. Meg Goodman seconded it.  The motion was passed.
There is a resolution before the County Council to sell the 19-1/2 acres of down county land, (the site of Peary High School) to a private parochial school, the Berman Academy, for $1.9 million. The Board of Education and MCCPTA opposed the sale.
There is a budget forum at the Carver Auditorium, January 3rd, 2011, in Rockville at 7:30. It’s important that there be a big turnout.

David Goodman, Second Vice-President, is working with Ms. Jasperse to set a calendar for upcoming fundraising events. In January there will be a family event; concert for kids at RCV. Towards the end of February we will identify a restaurant that is willing to donate 20% of proceeds from the meals that RCV parents and students order or have there. March 18th there will be parents versus the teachers basketball game at RCV. Ben Goldberg will coordinate this for RCV. On April 18th, there will be a kids night out where the kids can be dropped off at RCV for 3 hours of fun. Half of the proceeds for this event will go to RCV and the PTA. Catherine Jasperse will help coordinate this event. On May 6th we will have a carnival at RCV.
Janet Cyr, spoke about before and after school care. Requests for contracts went out and closed on December 3rd. There are more then 10 schools up for renewal this year. The survey results are up on our website. The bids were only open for 2 ½ weeks. We will have to wait to hear from the county on the results. Ms. Jasperse will decide who will be on the interviewing committee. 

Pam Loebach, President, mentioned that the wish wall looks like most wanted items have already been satisfied. 
Next meeting is Tuesday, January 4th.
