RCV PTA Meeting, January 4, 2011


 


Meeting commenced at 7:07 in the Media Center with Pam Loebach, President presiding.





December meeting minutes were reviewed and approved.





Catherine Jasperse, Principal, said that $9,500 was earned from the Winter Wonderland auction and that some parents of students who weren’t able to attend generously sent in checks. We purchased 2 promethean boards for RCV.





With former Assistant Principal Karen Halverstadt gone, approval was made for Eric Mills to serve as assistant principal at least through spring break.





Mike Barnes, Treasurer, reported that we are up $3,000 from last year and we haven’t had to dip into savings yet.





Greg Williams, MCCPTA delegate, reported that turnout was good at the budgeting forum. Three representatives from RCV were there and at least 150 people were there. The county council says it will not provide funding at the maintenance of effort level to MCPS due to poor fiscal conditions in our county.  This may result in our school system having larger class sizes, teachers without wage increases, fewer or no staff activities, etc.





Pam Loebach, President, mentioned that at the next delegate meeting they will discuss the search for a new superintendent. There may be hundreds of candidates.





Elaine Parks, Reflections, announced that 18 pieces are going to the county level this Saturday at Clarksburg High School. Artwork will be judged on the spot with a reception to follow in the evening. 





David Goodman, Second Vice-President, announced that January 21st will be RCV’s family concert fundraiser featuring 2 bands and a Yo-Yo artist. Help will be needed to sell tickets that night and we’ll also have a bake sale. On February 2nd, between 5-8 RCV family and friends can have dinner at the Silver Diner on Rockville Pike and 20% of the profits will be donated to RCV.
